GERRIC HELP FOR BRIGHT COUNTRY KIDS
Regional workshops for parents
Feelings of isolation are compounded for gifted students living in regional and remote areas of Australia, according to an expert in gifted education.

The Gifted Education Research, Resource and Information Centre (GERRIC) at the University of New South Wales will launch 50 workshops Australia-wide, starting this September, for parents of gifted children.

"People assume that gifted kids are middle-class and living in cities. They don?t think of them as being Indigenous or Torres Strait Islander, from disadvantaged backgrounds or living in regional areas," says Professor Miraca Gross, Director of GERRIC. 

The free workshops will outline how parents can identify high ability in children; strategies for preventing underachievement in gifted students; the impact of having a gifted child on family dynamics; the various forms of acceleration and ability grouping for gifted students; and parent advocacy. 

While primarily aimed at parents, the workshops are designed to benefit local school teachers, and teacher educators also invited to attend. 

"We know that the home and school are the two most important areas of learning for children. This initiative aims to target those gifted students who may be most at risk for underachievement," says Professor Gross. "The workshops will improve parents? understanding of gifted education issues and how they can both help their children at home and support their schools."

The workshops, funded by the federal government, will take place between September 2005 and September 2006 and will be conducted by a team of experts from GERRIC. The team will also be available to provide professional development workshops for teachers and school administrators while they are in the local area.Locations: QLD Weipa, Cairns, Townsville, Mt Isa, Rockhampton, Longreach, Mackay, Roma, Toowoomba; NSW Wagga Wagga, Broken Hill, Nowra, Maitland, Dubbo, Tamworth, Lismore, Griffith, Narrabri, Port Macquarie, Bourke; VIC Bairnsdale, Albury/Wodonga, Mildura, Warnambool, Swan Hill, Horsham; TAS Burnie, Launceston, Huonville; SA Mt Gambier, Streaky Bay, Port Augusta, Roxby Downs; WA Karratha, Newman, Albany, Bunbury, Broome, Geraldton, Kununurra, Kalgoorlie; NT Alice Springs, Nhulunbuy, Katherine, Palmerston, Tennant Creek. 

There will also be four online workshops for those parents who cannot attend the workshops due to issues including disability, drought and for those living in extremely remote areas.Registration is essential at http://gerric.arts.unsw.edu.au or free call ph: 1800 626 824.
