And I have been appreciating the authors. As I read I can picture and hear many of them as if they are addressing a Conference. Such a wealth of knowledge and experience in those crates! 

One bittersweet find was a copy of the four page booklet by Peter J Congdon Spot the Gifted Child published in 1978. I read this booklet in a regional education office almost 25 years ago when our eldest was two. She had spoken in single words at four months, phrases like "Thank you, Daddy" at eight months and full conversations before she could walk unaided, which she did at 14 months. After reading the checklists in the booklet I said "If my answer to all these questions is yes what should I do?" 

"Do?" said the man in the regional office. "You don't need to DO anything - just send her school when the time comes and we'll look after her" But nothing special was ever done for her and it was not until many years later that I again met up with the whole concept of giftedness.

CHIP 

http://www.chip.edu.au/ksweb/chip04.nsf/doclookup/yeardates?opendocument 

GATEWays Brainwaves Club 

http://www.gateways.edu.au/brainwaves05.htm 

Wordscope 

http://www.wordscope.com.au/write.htm 

Mindful ! First term 2005 
News from Anne Jackson
Next term I’m offering several new initiatives and some old ones – hopefully these will cover a wide variety of your gifted children’s needs.
Craft nights: the 1st Friday of each month from 6:30 to 8:00 Cost $5 per child
Warhammer, DBA nights (by invitation only): the 3rd Friday of each month from 6:30 to 9:00 Cost $8 per child
‘Oldies’ student group (years 8+): the 2nd and 4th Friday of each month from 7:30 to 9:30 (not 25/3) Cost $40 1st student $35 2nd student. Fun and challenges for older students.
‘Junior’ youth group (prep to gr 5): Mondays 14/2 – 21/3 from 4:00 to 6:00 Cost $60 1st child, $50 2nd child. Fun and challenges for younger children.
Tweenies youth group (years 6,7,8): Mondays 14/2 – 21/3 from 6:15 to 8:15 Cost $60 1st child, $50 2nd child. An activity based social group.
GLAD time: Wednesdays 2/2 - 30/3 from 1:00 to 4:00 Cost $300. These sessions will provide the gifted child with some strategies to optimise the school curriculum. I want to teach brain usage, research skills, mediation, motivation, thinking skills, mind-mapping and enthusiasm. Hopefully these skills will instil an ongoing passion for learning. 2e students are welcome to attend. If you would like to enrol your child please contact Anne ASAP. Places are limited.
2e: Thursdays 3/2 - 30/3 from 1:00 to 4:00 Cost $300. There are a group of gifted children who struggle with school; I would like to be able to support these children and to provide skills to enhance their emotional well being. The 2e child is twice exceptional. Gifted + something else……. e.g a learning disability, Asperger’s Syndrome, Dyslexia, slow to write, physical problems, emotional problems …… If you would like to enrol your child please contact Anne ASAP. This group will involve no more than 6 students.
Big kids with kids: 13/2 + 20/2 + 13/3 + 20/3 from 2:00 to 4:00. Cost TBA for 13th sessions, $20 for 2 other sessions. This Sunday group is for dads and children only. On the 13th’s we will meet somewhere exciting as a group. On the 20th’s the dads will meet on their own at 381 where Anne will lead a discussion on the characteristics of gifted children that were played out the week before.
Triple S: Wednesdays 9/2 – 16/3 from 4:15 to 5:45 Cost $60. This is a chance for those children who are identified as gifted and having indications of Asperger’s Syndrome or NDL to enjoy being with others in a non threatening environment. This group will involve no more than 6 students.

Raising Topsy-Turvy Kids:

Successfully Parenting Your Visual-Spatial Child

Upside-down brilliance : the visual-spatial learner

Most people think in words; however, one-third of the student body thinks in images, and this percentage is growing. School was designed for auditory-sequential, left-hemispheric students who process in words. High achievers are advanced in reading, writing, spelling, calculation and memorization, and perform well under timed conditions. Visual-spatial learners are gifted in right-hemispheric abilities, such as imagination, visualization, intuitive knowledge, multi-dimensional perception, science and technology, holistic thinking, creativity, artistic expression (music, dance, art, drama), and emotional responsiveness. These gifts are vital to employment in the 21stcentury and need to be nurtured. Specific strategies for identifying and teaching visual-spatial learners have been drawn from the new book,Upside-Down Brilliance: The Visual-Spatial Learner.

Linda Kreger Silverman, Ph.D., is a licensed psychologist. She directs the Institute for the Study of Advanced Development, and its subsidiaries, the Gifted Development Center (www.gifteddevelopment.com), and Visual-Spatial Resource (www.visualspatial.org), in Denver, Colorado. Over 4,500 children have been assessed at the Gifted Development Center in the last 25 years. Her Ph.D. is in educational psychology and special education from the University of Southern California. For nine years, she served on the faculty of the University of Denver in counseling psychology and gifted education. Her textbook,Counseling the Gifted and Talented(Love: 1993), is the most popular text in this area; it has been adopted at more than 50 colleges and universities. Her new book,Upside-Down Brilliance: The Visual-Spatial Learner, was released November, 2002. She founded the only journal on adult giftedness,Advanced Development. Currently, she is conducting research on profoundly gifted children, the visual-spatial learner, comparative assessment of the gifted on different instruments, the effects of vision therapy and introversion. Linda has been studying the assessment, psychology and education of the gifted since 1961 and she has written over 300 articles, chapters and books in this field.
