PHIPPs (Professionally Hosted Interactive Parenting Programs) in 2005
PHIPPs are open to anyone: parents, teachers, members/non-members, regular CHIP families or people meeting us for the first time. Dr Glenison Alsop (Head of Counselling at The CHIP Centre, Melbourne) will return as host of five PHIPPs sessions in 2005.

Tuesday 1st March - Tests and terminology: understanding the answers
Ever wondered about the results your child scored? Has subsequent testing suggested s/he may be losing it? And what does it all mean anyway? Asynchrony and intensity, underachievement, acceleration and accelerated learning: spatial abilities and visual-spatial learners…Has anyone mentioned “Asperger’s” or ADHD to you…or even an LD? This is a session for both the beginner parent and the more experienced who wants to keep informed.

Tuesday 3rd May - Education Insight: getting the facts straight
Is there anything really new in the education of CHIP? This session will help parents understand the issues in ‘gifted education’ and acceleration. Dr Alsop will explain such terms as “extending horizontally not vertically” and will discuss what needs to be considered when approaching a school as an advocate for the ‘different’ child. 

Tuesday 7th June - Feeling good must be good: the myths and realities of self-esteem
How often have you been fearful that what you have said, done, or even thought, is going to have a negative impact on the self-esteem of your child/ren? Is it useful to portray the attainment of healthy self-esteem through what seems to be an over-emphasis on ‘being right’ or on ‘being the best’? Dr Alsop will use this session to identify strategies for the development of healthy self-understanding as a mechanism of self-judgement. 

Tuesday 2nd August - From toddlers to teenagers ~ Part One 
Is it true that when parents look at their 3 year-old, they see their 13 year-old? What do we know about the development of CHIP in these first crucial years and beyond into adolescence? A range of issues will be discussed over two sessions, including parent-managed achievement behaviour; family expectations and kiddie self-importance; the quiet, shy and self-effacing; the determined, dominant and controlling. (NB: Each session is independent, but parents may benefit from attending both)
Tuesday 4th October - From toddlers to teenagers ~ Part Two 
Adolescence has become a modern-day rite of passage, a time of vulnerability as well as of great promise. What are the problems for CHIP? Are these young people more or less susceptible to the pressures of growing up in the 21st century? How do we respond to their doubts and difficulties and guide their choices? A session to share experiences, to update our reality checks and to plan for the future. (NB: Each session is independent, but parents may benefit from attending both)

News from Sally Baker
Sally Baker has been a provider of programs for Gifted and Talented children for ten years. She continues to provide quality experiences for children in Years 1 – 6, mostly through GATEWAYS, and she is offering a four-week Journey entitled Outrage in Fantasia in March in a Malvern primary school. The concept is an intriguing one: the children will be using their higher level thinking skills as they create background stories for the villains of Fantasia, argue and evaluate their cases, judge their guilt or innocence, decide on appropriate re-habilitation or punishment, recommend improvements to the social and educational environments they inhabit, and discuss and argue their opinions with other children. The cases will include the wolf’s story, one in the eye for Polyphemus, and that dreadful trollop, Miss Golda Lox, known for breaking and entering the homes of law-abiding bears. Debate and oratory will be features of the Journey, as the children tussle with concepts of Truth, Justice, Evidence, and Vengeance.

Sally is also looking forward to a break in England and Europe. She has family responsibilities which take her back to England regularly, and she also takes the opportunity to strengthen professional ties there. She has been running enrichment weekend workshops in West Sussex for several years, and will offer some of her most popular programs there during the northern summer. In England, educational responsibilities belong to Local Education Authorities or LEAs, which are mostly centred in the counties while some larger towns and cities have their own LEAs. There is an overall country-wide recognition of the value and necessity of focussed programs for Gifted and Talented children and the Government has recently established a National Academy for Gifted and Talented Youth – NAGTY - at Warwick University, but the level of provision from LEA to LEA varies greatly. Some LEAs have no formal provision for their G & T children, claiming that they don’t have any. However, West Sussex is one LEA which takes its responsibility very seriously and programs are a regular and increasing part of provision, both in and out of school hours. Sally invariably brings back new ideas and resources from her travels and looks forward to developing them for the children of Melbourne on her return.

A great deal of Sally’s time recently has been spent developing a spelling resource for her private students. Besides her work with G & Ts, Sally works with children with learning difficulties, particularly in literacy. As a result of the introduction a couple of generations ago of the Whole Language method of teaching reading and writing a sizeable proportion of children emerged for whom this method was a failure. Most children absorbed the "Look-and-guess" strategy and it worked. Unfortunately, for those children without the necessary skills to acquire reading this way, there was nothing else. Reading Recovery was largely more of the same Whole Language method but more intensive and one-on-one. It did bring another percentage of the failing children up to speed, but there were still some for whom it didn’t work, or who were not selected for the program. The old Phonics method, slow and laborious as it may have been, had disappeared from teachers’ kit-bags of skills, and it is this method which is being used by educational consultants all over the world to help children who missed the early bus, to clamber on and find a seat on the late one. To help these children Sally and her partner Rupert Palmer have written the Spellbinder, a Sound Approach to Reading and Spelling. The children learn very quickly to isolate and identify the different vowel sounds in every day words, and to analyse these words into their separate phonemes. This skill quickly becomes established as a spelling skill and can equally be applied to decoding. Many of the children who are suffering, and suffering is certainly the word for it, from poor literacy skills, are of average, above average and even of Superior intelligence. They revel in the new-found ability to read and write, and find that their ability to communicate their ideas, and to access the ideas of others is slowly and steadily growing. The joy and pride they feel from this admittance to the world of literacy and literature, is truly wonderful to behold. It is certainly a privilege to be able to assist them in their efforts.

Raising Topsy-Turvy Kids:

Successfully Parenting Your Visual-Spatial Child

Upside-down brilliance : the visual-spatial learner

Most people think in words; however, one-third of the student body thinks in images, and this percentage is growing. School was designed for auditory-sequential, left-hemispheric students who process in words. High achievers are advanced in reading, writing, spelling, calculation and memorization, and perform well under timed conditions. Visual-spatial learners are gifted in right-hemispheric abilities, such as imagination, visualization, intuitive knowledge, multi-dimensional perception, science and technology, holistic thinking, creativity, artistic expression (music, dance, art, drama), and emotional responsiveness. These gifts are vital to employment in the 21stcentury and need to be nurtured. Specific strategies for identifying and teaching visual-spatial learners have been drawn from the new book,Upside-Down Brilliance: The Visual-Spatial Learner.

Linda Kreger Silverman, Ph.D., is a licensed psychologist. She directs the Institute for the Study of Advanced Development, and its subsidiaries, the Gifted Development Center (www.gifteddevelopment.com), and Visual-Spatial Resource (www.visualspatial.org), in Denver, Colorado. Over 4,500 children have been assessed at the Gifted Development Center in the last 25 years. Her Ph.D. is in educational psychology and special education from the University of Southern California. For nine years, she served on the faculty of the University of Denver in counseling psychology and gifted education. Her textbook,Counseling the Gifted and Talented(Love: 1993), is the most popular text in this area; it has been adopted at more than 50 colleges and universities. Linda has been studying the assessment, psychology and education of the gifted since 1961 and she has written over 300 articles, chapters and books in this field.
