NEW SHADOW MINISTER FOR EDUCATION
Martin Dixon has been appointed as the new Shadow Minister for Education following Victor Perton’s decision not to contest the 2006 State Election.
Mr Dixon, the Member for Nepean is currently a member of the Shadow Cabinet with the portfolios of Tourism and Community Services.  Mr Dixon holds a Diploma of Teaching and Bachelor of Education. After four years of teaching Mr Dixon became a principal at 24 years of age – the youngest principal in Australia and went on to lead three schools over 15 years. Before his election to the Victorian Parliament, Mr Dixon was Deputy Chairman of Primary Education at the Catholic Education Office.  Martin Dixon has been a member of three Joint Parliamentary Committees and was Secretary of the Parliamentary Liberal Party, Opposition Parliamentary Secretary for Education, Opposition Spokesman for Tertiary Education and Training, Opposition Spokesman on Tourism as well as Opposition Whip.
