DEADLINE:    Manuscripts are welcome at all times. Those received before December 31, 2006 will receive first consideration for Volume 11.

REVIEW PROCESS:   Articles are submitted for blind peer review. 

Reviewers’ comments will be synthesized to aid authors in manuscript revision.

FORMAT:   Manuscripts should be approximately 15 pages, double-spaced, conforming to the guidelines of APA Publications Manual (Fifth Edition). Please check references carefully and proofread for nonsexist language. All figures must be camera ready. Include a 500-word biographical sketch, a 100-word abstract, and a self-addressed, stamped envelop for notification of receipt of article. If selected for publication, the final revision must be submitted electronically in Microsoft Word.
